
Stonehenge Charades

1) Cut out the cards and keep them face down.
2) Split the children into groups and give each group a card - they should keep it a secret from
the other groups!
3)  Groups take it in turns to act out what is on their card.  The other groups have to guess what
they are doing.
4) Alternatively, in Round 1 groups could start by saying ‘Stonehenge is being used as.....’..  In
Round 2 the cards are shuffled and the game continues as charades.

No one really knows what Stonehenge was used for.  
This game is based on current archaeological theories.
